Students who have passed a B2 level exam (for example the First Certificate) or above (not P.E.T. or any other B1 level exams) have the option of taking an ‘integrazione orale’ as an alternative to the written exam.  
The ‘integrazione orale’, which is held on the same date as as the written exam, is an oral exam divided into two parts.  You will be tested on some vocabulary from the ‘Glossary of words commonly used in Psychology’ which you will find on the course platform on Moodle.  You will also need to prepare a translation of a 4-5 page article (from English to Italian) on a psychology related topic of your choice; articles can be taken from textbooks or downloaded from Internet, however, you should not use those in the Dispensa. You will need to bring a ‘clean’ copy of the original together with your translation and be ready to comment on the article (in English) and translate any passages chosen at random.
